4. What were the guidelines for attacking their enemies that were at a distance from them? (10-15) How about the nations that were in the Promised Land? (16-18) Why should they not cut down fruit-bearing trees? (19-20)
5. If someone is found slain by an unknown murderer, what should the elders and judges do to mourn and pray for atonement for the entire community? (21:1-9) What does breaking the neck of a heifer look forward to? What were the guidelines for marrying a captive woman? (10-14) What was the right of the firstborn? (15-17) What should be done to a rebellious son? (18-21)
6. Why should not a murderer’s body be left hanging on a pole overnight? (22-23) If they saw their fellow Israelite’s animals straying or injured, what should they do? (21:1-4) Consider the various laws in verses 5-8. Which ones were common sense? Which ones were to promote safety?
