2. How did the woman answer him? (2,3) How did she misquote God's word? What was her attitude toward God's word?

3. Look at verses 4-6. How did he remove the absolute from God's word? How did he plant pride in her heart? How did he plant doubt of God's love?

4. What can we learn here about how to overcome temptation? (cf. Mt 4:1-11; Jas 4:7)

5. What were the immediate results of disobeying God's words? Think about the results in detail. What is the deep significance of God's words to Adam, "Where are you"? How did Adam answer?
