"IS ANYTHING TOO HARD FOR THE LORD?
Genesis 18:9-15
1. Look at verses 9-10. What good news did the Lord tell Abraham? Did he want Sarah to overhear? Why? What was Sarah's response to the good news? 

2. Sarah's laughter was an expression of her unbelief. Think about why unbelief is sin (1Jn 5:9-10). How did Sarah's unbelief lead her to another sin? (15)  Think about why God does not treat unbelief lightly.

3. Despite her sin, how did God help Sarah? What does this teach us about the grace of God?

4. "Is anything too hard for the Lord?" Think about how this rhetorical question can be applied to your personal situations. (e.g.) Is there any sin for which the blood of Jesus cannot atone? Is there any family problem that God cannot help you with? Is believing God too difficult for you? God can help you! (1Jn 5:9; Eph 2:8; Ro 10:17)
