The chief cupbearer, however, did not remember Joseph; he forgot him.

1. What was the request Joseph made of the cupbearer? (40:14-15) Did the cupbearer remember Joseph after he was restored to his position? (23)

2. What do you think Joseph learn about trusting in men versus depending on God? (Isa 2:22; Jer 17:5,7)

3. Notice the gap between 40:23 and 41:1. How much longer did Joseph remain in prison?  If you were commissioned to write a story of Joseph to fill up the gap, what would you say? 

4. What do you think about the following statement? "God does not forget his people. His people often forget God." From the fact that Joseph did not become bitter and that his faith matured, it is clear he believed that God did not forget him. (Ge 8:1) Do you believe that God remembers you even when you are in a despairing situation?
