2. How did Judah respond to the crisis? Look at his speech before Joseph. What evidence can you find of a real change in him?

3. Judah's appeal is one of the great intercessions in the Bible. Can you think of other examples? (e.g., Moses' plea for the Israelites (Ex 32:31-32); Paul's broken heart (Ro 9:1-4))

4. What light does the change in Judah throw on Joseph's real motives for giving his brothers a hard time? How did God use Joseph to change Jacob's sons into men who could be patriarchs of faith?
