As a prince of Egypt, what special privileges could Moses enjoy? (Ac 7:22)  What decision of faith did he make? (24)

3.
What was the price he had to pay because of the decision?  In spite of that, why did Moses choose to suffer with the people of God? (25-26)  Why did he regard disgrace for the sake of Christ as of greater value than the treasures of Egypt?

4.
How did Moses leave Egypt? (27)  What did Moses do in order to save the firstborn of Israel from God's destroyer? (28)  Think about the power of the blood.
